MillionTrees NYC is a citywide, public-private program 

with an ambitious goal: to plant and care for one million 

new trees across the City's five boroughs over the next 

decade. By planting one million trees, New York City can 

increase its urban forest—our most valuable environmental 

asset made up of street trees, park trees, and trees on public, 

private and commercial land—by an astounding 20%, while 

achieving the many quality-of-life benefits that come with 

planting trees.

We use environmentally-friendly cleaning 
products and paint with low VOC (volatile 
organic compounds) to reduce the use 
of toxic chemicals.

We let it shine with fiber optic lighting in 
The New Victory Theater’s ceiling dome 
and LED lighting on the New 42 Studios 
building façade.

In our restrooms, we use automatic turn-
off switches (when unoccupied), low-flow 
aerators on all faucets and recycled 
bathroom tissues and paper towels.

All of our printed materials (programs, 
NEW VICTORY SCHOOL TOOL resource 
guides, brochures, flyers etc.) are made 
with paper from renewable sources and 
printed with soy-based inks. 

And of course, we reduce, reuse and 
recycle copier paper, newspapers and 
magazines, cans and bottles, fluorescent 
tubes and batteries.

We keep our cool with new roof insulation,
solar reflective film on windows and high-
efficiency fan motors in our heating/
air-conditioning system.

In both the New 42nd Street Studios and in The New Victory Theater, we’re doing every-
thing we can to create an eco-friendly, energy-efficient environment. The New 42nd 
Street is proud to have received two awards from the Environmental Protection Agency: 
a 2003 Small Business Energy Smart Award and a 2004 Environmental Quality Award.
