BIRTHDAY  
CARDS!

What’s a party without birthday cards? 
Direct students to make a birthday card for the fruit or vegetable  

they are throwing a party for.

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This is a great warm up game for students  
to explore the topic of fruits! 

1. �Ask your students to sit in a circle on chairs, and assign each student a fruit they have to remember. Examples could be apple, 
orange, cherry, pineapple etc. (limit the number of fruit types to 4) 

2. �When you shout out the name of a fruit, the students with that fruit have to jump up and switch seats. 

Teacher Tip   �Explain that they should not run, and are not allowed to switch seats with the person sitting next to them.  
Also, you should remind them to be safe with their bodies and the people around them.

3. Continue until each fruit has had a chance to switch seats. 

4. �Next, explain that the game is going to get harder, because not only are they going to change seats when their fruit is called 
out, but also when you call out “fruit salad”. “Fruit salad” means all of the class must change seats. 

Teacher Tip  �This game can also function like Musical Chairs by having one less chair than there is students. When a person is 
unable to find a seat, he/she goes to the middle of the circle, calls out a fruit or “fruit salad” and then tries to get 
a seat. The next person who is unable to find a seat goes to the middle of the circle, and so on.

5. �After playing several rounds, ask students to go back to their desks and draw a picture of their favorite fruit. Underneath they 
should complete the sentence, “My name is ____ and my favorite fruit is ____.” 

6. �Finally, you can create an outline of a large bowl on the wall and mount all of their fruit pictures around it to create a class 
fruit salad.
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Reflection Questions: 
What fruit were you given? 

Do you like to eat that fruit?

What is your favorite fruit?

Why is fruit so good for us? 

My name is Adam and  
my favorite fruit is Apple.

2. �On the wall, tape up colored paper that corresponds with 
each of the colors represented in the produce images.

3. �As a game, invite students to attach the photos of the fruits & 
vegetables to the correct colored paper.

4. �Alternatively, use the patterns on the following page. Print 
enough for each student and ask the students to color the 
fruits and vegetables the correct color. After coloring the 
fruits and vegetables, invite students to attach the pictures to 
the correct colored paper on the wall.
